  probably have a CD or Tadds directory that includes some of the following:

  A.  README.DOC   - This set of comments.

  B.  SETUP.EXE    - An "install menu" to select from the following choices: 

  C.  SETUPDE.EXE  - Tadds install program to install a free, 60-day no-charge

                     DEMO flavor* of Tadds. Uses DEMO as Setup Activation Key.

  D.  SETUPLI.EXE  - Tadds install program to install a licensed SingleUser,

                     HomeClone, CoachClone or SiteLicense flavor* of Tadds.
                     Requires a Setup Activation Key (SAK) from JGK

  E.  SETUPDR.BAT  - Located in the RUNTIME directory on the Tadds install-CD.

                     This is a special version of the Tadds Access 97 Runtime

                     code to be used only if Microsoft's Access is NOT on your

                     system.  (*See special note below before using this file.)

  F.  TADDFEBE.DOC - Short essay describing setting up a SiteLicense system.

  G.  TUTOR01.DOC  - A copy of the tutorial file which is placed in the Tadds

                     runtime directory during the Tadds install process.

  *NOTE:  A working version of Access 97, 2000, XP(2002), 2003 or 2007 must be

          already installed before you install Tadds.

  SPECIAL NOTE for systems that do not have Microsoft's Access installed:

  The special SETUPDR.BAT file installs a runtime-only flavor of Microsoft's

  Access 97 on your system by unpacking the runtime files into a temporary

  folder on your hard drive and then doing the special runtime install.

  Approximately 60MB of space is needed for this process, and the temporary

  folder is deleted at the end of the process.

  NOTE:  The special SETUPDR.BAT file is ONLY to be used to install the Access

  97 Runtime code on a system that does NOT have any version of Access on it.

  After the Runtime install completes, you can then use the SETUPDE.EXE file to

  install the Tadds Demo system.  Also, due to several functional limitations

  imposed by Microsoft on the use of the Access/97 RunTime option, there are a

  few Tadds functions which are disabled in this mode:

  1.  Database object definitions are not viewable, thus you will be unable to

      view or create table/form/query/report/macro definitions.

  3.  Some of the various Toolbar/Menubar options will be suppressed.

  However, all of the more commonly used Tadds features are operational in a

  runtime-mode demo system and it is adequate for learning about Tadds.

  You may install a copy of the DEMO-flavor of Tadds for a 60-day evaluation

  period.  The word "DEMO" is used as the Setup Activation Key (SAK), and

  there is no charge to you for this evaluation period.

  Installation of the other flavors (SingleUser, HomeClone or SiteLicense)

  of Tadds, however, requires the entry of a license-specific Setup Activation

  Key (SAK) as well as a license-specific License Activation Key (LAK).  These

  keys can be obtained by payment of the related license fee and are not to be

  shared with other people.

    0.  If you have an anti-virus checking program running, the install

        process may fail unless you turn virus checking off.  (This has

        been noted particularly when using the SETUPDR.BAT file, but try

        it first with the virus checking program running.)

    1.  Verify that the prerequisites are all satisfied.  Note that you

        will need the following "keys" during your Tadds installation:

        A.  For DEMO systems, you will use the word DEMO as the Tadds

            installation key.  You don't need a License Activation Key.

        B.  For Single User and SiteLicense installs, you need two keys:

            1) a Setup Activation Key (SAK) and 2) a License Activation

            Key (LAK).  You use the SAK to do the install, and then you

            use the LAK and the Tadds Utility Function "License Updates

            and Renewals..." to activate your license. 

    2.  For systems that will be running a Tadds SingleUser, HomeClone,

        Demo or SiteLicense flavor:  If Access 97 (or a later level) is 

        already installed on your system then skip to step 3.  Otherwise

        do one of the following actions:

            i.  Install Access 97 (or a later level) on your system.  (If 

                the system will host a Tadds FrontEnd, be sure to 

                include the "Advanced Wizards" option.)

           ii.  Install the Tadds Access 97 Runtime code by running the

                SETUPDR.BAT file.

              1.  Start the Tadds application just installed.

              2.  Display Tadds online help.

              3.  Display Tadds online tutorial (so you can print it).

              4.  Backup the Tadds database (to a subdirectory).

              5.  Run USER FILEFIX (a sample user-data conversion process)

              6.  Compact your Tadds Database.

              7.  AutoQuickLoad User SASI student data.

        C.  A Tadds icon has been placed on your desktop (not done for a Site

            License BackEnd database since it has no code, just data).  This

            shortcut will start the Tadds application just installed.  (If

            you do not want your desktop cluttered up with such icons, you

            can move it to a folder of your choice or delete it.)

   13.  Note:  The Tadds tutorial is highly recommended for new users! You may

        want to print it (Tutor01.doc, located in the Tadds_xx directory) for

        later use in learning about Tadds.

   14.  For non-DEMO installs, You should now process the License Activation

        Key by:

        A.  Start Tadds

        B.  Click on Utilities...

        C.  Click on License Renewals and Updates...

        D.  Click on Process License Activation Key (LAK)

        E.  Enter your LAK into the related field on the displayed panel and

        F.  Click on Submit

        This should result in your license being activated for the related

        number of users and years.

   15.  Special note if your school uses the SASIxp student data tracking

        system by National Computer Systems:  Sample SASI queries for basic

        student-data extractions from SASI are included in the Tadds online

        help and can be found by doing a search for the word "SASI" or via 

        the related button on the Tadds Documentation... panel.
